SCHOOL UNIFORM
(Updated May 2007)

The School believes that a uniform serves to create order, to make the campus more secure, to
reduce clothing costs for parents, and to alleviate inappropriate social pressure.

Uniform regulations have to be enforced if there is to be integrity to the uniform policy. When
students are on campus, all teachers are asked to enforce the policy in and out of their classrooms,
but it cannot be emphasized enough that uniforms are also a matter of parental responsibility.
Parents are respectfully asked to help by:
e Purchasing only regulation apparel

e Maintaining an adequate supply of laundered uniforms and ensuring that faded uniforms are

replaced

e Refraining from allowing students to tailor uniforms in any way that changes the uniform
appearance
e Supporting discipline that is imposed by teachers and administrators

All regulation uniform items must be purchased at School Time on Jefferson Highway in Baton
