Episcopal “Free Dress” Dress Code

In order to create a climate that promotes respect and a high standard of academic excellence, all students are required to adhere to the following guidelines as they dress for a “free dress” day:

1. Clothing should cover the entire front and back midriff areas during all activities including those where active movement is involved (PE, recess, etc.)  Shoes appropriate for school dress are required at all times.

2. All clothing should conceal all undergarments during all school activities including physical education and other times that include physical activity.  Short shorts and mini skirts are not appropriate attire.

3. Clothing should not be revealing.  Such items may be those which expose the chest, abdomen, navel, buttocks, or underwear.

4. Shirt straps must be the width of three adult fingers.  Students will avoid halter-tops, strapless or single strap garments and spaghetti straps.

5. Clothing must be appropriately sized and be free of rips or tears.  Sleepwear of any type is not considered appropriate attire.

6. Clothing should be free of references to alcohol, tobacco, other drugs, violence, offensive behavior, speech or topics that might be offensive to others.

7. Clothing should not depict in words or graphics messages, which demean, harass, exploit, or ridicule others.

8. Clothing should not contain profanity or refer to or depict in words or graphics obscene gestures, actions or messages.

9. Students should be aware of days during which art, PE, and other classes or projects require particular shoes and dress for the occasion.

10. Hats (including bandanas and kerchiefs) may not be worn inside campus buildings.

11. Sweatpants and gym shorts are not considered acceptable dress.  (Upper school only.)

The Division Head or the Head of School will make final determination of appropriate dress.  The person violating the standard will be asked to change or cover up which may require a call to parents asking them to bring appropriate dress to school.
