Although classified as grade-level appropriate from seventh grade up, the subject matter may prompt young readers to ask more questions about the horrors of the Holocaust. Parents are encouraged to read this Nobel Peace Prize-winning work alongside their child to foster such a dialogue. In the event that parents feel their child needs more maturity, background and/or experience before reading this book, A Separate Peace by John Knowles may be selected in place of Night. Night is the only selection on the summer reading list for which A Separate Peace may be an alternate.
