Conditions for permit:

Driving:

A. Student will be required to abide by all driving regulations as set forth by the State of Louisiana Motor Vehicle Office.

B. Student will abide by all driving regulations set forth by Episcopal both on campus and in the subdivision especially abiding by the posted special limits of 10 miles per hour on campus, 30 miles per hour on the Boulevard and 20 miles per hour in the school zone.

C. Once on campus, auto will not be moved until the dismissal of classes for the day—any  exceptions must be cleared through the Upper School Head.
D. Episcopal is absolved from any responsibility to the driver, riders and the vehicle while in transit to and from Episcopal or while on school property.

E. Autos must not be used as lounges.  Students may go into the parking areas during the school day only after obtaining a campus pass from the Upper School Head.

F. Episcopal student regulations will be in effect for all drivers and riders while on campus regardless of time.

G. Only the registered driver may drive the vehicle on and off campus.

Parking:

A. Student will park in the assigned parking slot or area and will display their assigned parking sticker.  

B. Parking is permitted only in designated areas.  Parking violations will be assessed for automobiles parked in non-designated areas.

C. NO PARKING AREAS:  No parking is permitted on the grass, or on the driveway and carpool circle adjacent to Webster Dining Hall, or the bus circle adjacent to Perkins Hall at any time.  During school hours there is no student parking in the streets adjacent to the campus.

D. Students parked in a slot to which they are not assigned will receive a detention upon the first and second infraction.  The third infraction will result in a work session.

Violation of any of the above regulations will be sufficient cause to terminate driving privileges temporarily or permanently.
