A Reflection on Service

This reflection can be submitted for one or several agencies for every ten (10) hours of work completed.  Use separate sheets for your answers. Type your work.

What is the mission statement of the organization where you served?  (You may need to ask the organization for a copy)

How do you interpret that mission statement, and in your own words, how do you see that mission being carried out in the community?

Write about you experience while serving. Consider these questions as you write.

a) Describe the types of work you did.

b) Describe your feelings about the work (for instance, was it satisfying, frustrating, challenging). Elaborate.

c) Did you feel the service was a help to the organization? Explain why or why not.

d) Did you notice ways that student service to this organization could be improved in the future? Describe what you mean?

e) Do you have any ideas about how this organization might be more effective in helping its “clients” (those who are served)?

f) How do you think your work had an impact on the greater Baton Rouge community?

g) Many organizations depend heavily on volunteer help. How do you see the importance of volunteerism in the Baton Rouge and other communities like ours?

Thinking beyond this particular service experience, reflect and write on the following questions:

a) How do you see your role as a volunteer in the Baton Rouge     community (or other community where you may live) either now or in the future?

b) What areas are of interest to you where volunteering may be a possibility (the area where you served or other areas)?

c) What areas of your life have been affected by others who volunteered? Think of organizations, clubs, social groups, etc where volunteers allowed you to enjoy the benefits of the group.

In what ways do you think you were “stretched”? Was this a learning or growing experience for you? Explain.

Finally, are there ways that the student community service program at Episcopal could be improved? Explain.
